Announcing our
Fall Focus

“Therefore go and make disciples of all
nations, baptizing them in the name of
the Father and of the Son and of the
Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey
everything | have commanded you. And
surely | am with you always, to the very
end of the age."

Matthew 28: 19, 20

This passage is known as the
great commission. These are Jesus’
words to the disciples right before he
ascended into heaven. And these are
Jesus’ words to us, his disciples in the
21% century. These verses are the
theme for our Fall Focus here at Park-
minster this year.

The Discipleship Visioning Team
has been meeting all summer to discern
what direction God would have us go
this fall. After much prayer and discus-
sion and listening, we decided to focus
on how we as a congregation could
deepen our relationship with Jesus and
each other.

We plan to form two new Con-
nection groups (one on Thursday and
another on Sunday night) to study the
book The Life You've Always Wanted by
John Ortberg which “offers modern per-
spectives on the ancient path of the
spiritual disciplines. It's a road map to-
ward true transformation, compelling
because it starts not with ourselves, but

with the object of our journey—
Jesus Christ.” Our study of spiritual
disciplines will focus on preparing
us to serve Jesus and each other
more effectively.

We will begin deepening our
relationships with each other
through our involvement in small
groups and by intentionally giving
personal attention to one another
through mentoring. There is a
group of men and women who are
willing to be mentors who will meet
one-on-one with a “learner” to en-
courage them in their walk with
Christ through discussion, scripture
study and prayer. This mentoring
will run for 8 weeks along with the
small group schedule.

Would you like to be men-
tored? Starting September 13", af-
ter the church service, you will have
the opportunity to sign up. Our
mentors will be trained and ready to
start meeting with their learners the
week of October 4". Who doesn’t
love personal attention? Our hope
is that mentoring will become
woven into the fabric of our congre-
gation and be an integral part of
who we are here at Parkminster.

Let's grow together as disci-
ples of Jesus Christ. We will be
better equipped to “therefore go and
make disciples of all nations”,
reaching out and loving our
neighbors near and far.

Donated books should keep with the purpose of the library to provide Christian
literature for adults and children. Here’s a sampling of a few recent donations:

I’'m sure that many of you remember the space shuttle Colombia that exploded on its re-
turn to earth on February 1, 2003. High Calling, The Courageous Life and Faith of Space Shuttle
Columbia Commander Rick Husband by Evelyn Husband is the stirring portrait of Rick Husband.
In this book his widow leads you on Rick’s journey — from a childhood dream, through the heart
of the American space program, and in to the vastness of space itself. As you experience the
events leading up to the final, tragic moments of the Columbia, you'll be inspired by the faith of
Rick Husband. For it is his faith that powerfully transforms this account of heartbreaking loss into
a very different story — one of courage, hope, and triumph.

If you are looking for an easy to read bible commentary, check out the book on Genesis
from God’s Word for the Biblically-Inept Series. This is part of a series for those that find reading
the Bible overwhelming, baffling and frustrating. Each page in the series is organized for easy
reading with icons, sidebars, and bullets to make the Bible’s message easy to understand. This
series includes opinions and insights from Bible experts of all kinds. In the first book, author
Joyce L. Gibson breaks the Bible down into bite-sized pieces making it easy to understand and
incorporate into your life. Readers will learn about Creation, Adam and Eve, the Flood, Abraham
and Isaac, and more. It includes chapter summaries, bullet points, definitions and study ques-
tions.

We also have the first three sets of the Focus on the Family video series That the World
May Know — Faith Lessons presented by historian and teacher Ray Vander Laan. The series was
filmed on location in Israel, Faith Lessons videos bring God's Word to life with astounding rele-
vance for modern believers. Hearing Ray Vander Laan share the stories from the Bible from loca-
tions in Israel really brings the passages to life and adds new meaning to each one. Set one fo-
cuses on how God put his mark on a people and their land, a mark that has extended through
ancient Israel to the faithful today. The focus of set two is on God's faithfulness to His people in
the wayward times of the kings and prophets-and now to us in our society today.
