Parkminster Family,

January 12" was a day that will forever be engrained on our hearts. Before the 12", Haiti
was a country that needed so much. As a church, we have established relationships in Haiti and
made long term commitments to help in any way possible. The fact that we are being called on to
help has been multiplied greatly since that earthquake that devastated Port-Au-Prince. We would
like to give you a little update as to what is going on with our parents in Haiti at this time.

My mom and dad have moved the girls from H.O.P.E. Orphanage to the medical clinic that is
down the road because of the instability of the orphanage. A structural engineer has flown to Haiti
from the US and evaluated the building. His findings were that the orphanage could be saved but it
has suffered extensive damage that will take months to repair. As those repairs happen, it is not a
possibility to live in the orphanage. With that being said, the US government issued the girls of
HOPE “humanitarian parole.” This would allow the girls to come to the United States for up to two
years while the orphanage is rebuilt and the country of Haiti stabilizes a bit. However, as quickly as
the paperwork was issued, it was rescinded leaving my mom and the girls stranded at the US Em-
bassy in Port-Au-Prince for about 60 hours with very limited resources. They feel that bringing the
girls to the United States is the best decision for them at this point to continue caring for them in the
manner that is needed. Safety and food are becoming an issue as time goes on, so my parents
continue to work to evacuate the girls safely. No idea when that will be, but they are working hard
everyday to make that happen.

Work has begun at HOPE to make it inhabitable again. The major task will be jacking up the
main support beam about ¥4". This doesn’t seem like much until you realize that it is about 100,000
pounds of concrete that is being lifted. A few more support jacks will have to be added as well as
repairing all of the cracks in the walls and cleaning up the mess the earthquake left behind. | have
seen some pictures, it is no small task.

As concerns of safety grow each day, my parents have made the difficult decision to send my
brother and sister to Ohio. Isaac and Hannah need some stability right now (and schooling...their
school is closed until the end of the year at least). They will be staying with my aunt in Ohio and at-
tending school with her kids. This was not an easy decision!

Please continue to pray for my family. The things that they have on their plate right now
seem so big, but God is bigger. Please take them, the girls, CSlI, and the people of Haiti before the
throne daily. They appreciate our prayers and ask us to continue. News coverage of the earth-
guake has about ceased, but they are dealing with those images everyday.

To say thank you seems to not be enough. Church, from the bottom of our hearts we want to
thank you for your generosity. At our Coffee House fundraiser we raised over $7,500 and money is
still coming in daily!!'! But more than your giving, we want to thank you for caring. Thank you for
showing your love to our family and to us. You are all wonderful and we appreciate all you are do-
ing!! If you do have questions, we'd be glad to answer them for you. As more information comes
our way, we will pass it on to you.
