Dear Saints, 

 For several months the elders have 
been asking groups in our church a key 
question: “What do you want to see at Park-
minster in three years?”  We spoke with 
eleven ministry teams and found two clear 
hopes being voiced again and again.  Al-
most every group said in some form that we 
need to prioritize two goals: 
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Other hopes were expressed, but these two 
predominated.  It seems many of us have 
been thinking along the same lines!  I’m 
very encouraged by this. 

 

 Several of us are working on how to 
achieve these goals; but the more immedi-
ate task is to pray as a congregation for 
God’s will.  This is important because al-
though we may think we know what our 
goals ought to be, we must first lift them to 
God.  In 2009 the elders twice called us to a 
season of prayer: once regarding our Pre-
School and a second time regarding our 
mortgage.  On both occasions God pro-
vided in delightful ways.  So… to prayer we 
go.  We will gather on:             

Thursdays in January at 7:00 pm  

 Corporate prayer not only re-
veals God’s will, it grounds us in God’s 
will.  We need to allow God to sift 
through our attitudes and feelings 
about these goals in order to ground 
them in something beyond our own 
wishes and plans.  As Proverbs 16:9 
says: In his heart a man plans his 
course, but the Lord determines his 
steps.

 Personally, I experience a bit of 
all of these.  Part of me tends to be a 
worrier.  But another part  engages this 
call like a warrior.  Something in me 
lives for a challenge like this.  Perhaps 
you’ll find that feeling growing inside 
you, too.

Haiti is the poorest nation in the western hemi-
sphere, with an average annual per capita in-
come of only $400. Many children live as or-
phans, found abandoned on the streets in dire 
health. The HOPE Center for Orphaned Girls, 
built in 2000 in conjunction with Christian Ser-
vices International has provided an ongoing 
mission to house, feed, clothe and educate up 
to 20 orphan girls in Haiti.  The H.O.P.E. Center 
is a wonderful home for orphaned girls who are 
raised as sisters, in a strong Christian family 
environment.  As wives, mothers, professionals 
and community leaders, these girls will have a 
positive impact on the future of Haiti, having the 
education needed to move into productive lead-
ership roles in Haitian society. 

Nine members of Parkminster Church will be 
going in February to serve on a short term Mis-
sion team in Haiti. They’ll be working on con-
struction of the church the Mission is building in 
Croix des Bouquet, and help out with other pro-
jects at the Orphanage.
