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     A team of 9 people – the Alpha 
Team plus 4 supporters – have begun 
our warm-weather outreach.  Together 
they are our ”e-Team”, those devoted to 
evangelism. 

     The team is pursuing a 2-pronged 
strategy.  The first is nicknamed “BBQ” 
and involves two or more members or-
ganizing a neighborhood cookout.  
Many people call this “Relational Evan-
gelism” – pursuing relationships in 
which one gains enough trust to share 
the good news and invite a response. 

     The second prong, open-air out-
reach, is taken from Jesus’ instructions 
in Matthew 10.  It involves meeting the 
people in the neighborhoods around the 
church by walking around.  I have done 
quite a bit of this in the past, and I so 
much enjoy meeting people this way.  
This approach requires sensitivity, but it 
can bear unusual fruit. 

     We hope that it won’t be only the e-
team doing the BBQ-ing.  Here are 
ways you can support the e-team: 

�  Pray:  for God to draw people 
�� BBQ:  team up with someone near 

you 
� Come Along:  if you want to explore

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TRUSTEE NEWS! 
I can’t believe it is already June!  The Trustees and many, many other volunteers have been busy this year.   
We hope you have seen the improvements we have made around the church and grounds.   
 

If you have been busy and have not noticed, here is  a list of items we have completed so far: 

Room 311 was cleaned out and space was made to have it be our new Christian Education room. 

Room 210 the Christian Education room was cleaned out and moved to 311. 

Room 210 has been cleaned, spackled, painted and now we have a small space meeting room available 
to use. 

Room 112 the audio visual room has been cleaned out and will be shared with preschool as office space 
for the next school year. 

The third floor hallway, doors and door frames were cleaned, spackled, and painted. 

The windows, door and railing on the back of the church facing the manses were painted. 

We had a very successful “Spring Clean Up Day” with 30 volunteers!  We were able to weed and mulch 
the flower beds, rake around the whole church, clean out the gutters, patch the pot holes in the park-
ing lot, clean out the garage, haul garbage out of the garage to the dumpster, take down some fallen 
trees, cut and haul the wood to the side of the road.  

 

In progress:  

Taking Room 311B will be the new office for Trustees and is currently being spackled and painted.  We 
will house all of the Trustee files here.  Then we will move all of the pertinent records to 311B so our 
record keeping is in the same room. 

Started to clean out the janitors’ closet on the first floor and have been organizing and labeling items. 

Cost of heat covers for the heat vents in the Fellowship hall. 

We are looking at replacing some of the damaged windows and frames around the church.  Some of them 
are leaking which can lead to other damage and higher expenses later on.  There are some windows 
that need to be resealed so they don’t cause further damage. 

Making the changes recommended by our insurance company. 

We are having a dead tree near the play ground taken down and 4 stumps ground down. 

Room 209 will be cleaned out and will be available for meetings or small group discussions. 

There are several spots in the church that the roof is need of repair.  We will be getting estimates in June.  
This will be a very big expense for us and we are looking at options of possibly fixing only the portions 
that need it the most at this time and fixing the others later. 

 

We are looking to reforecast the mortgage.  This is another biggie for all of us.  This will require a lot of 
prayer and discussion.  We will ask everyone to pray as we seek guidance from the Lord.  This will occur in 
the fall of the year.  We are looking at options of how best to pay off the mortgage.  There are a couple of   
options open to us at this time.   
 

Finding out what our payments will be for the remainder of the mortgage which is 5 years 

Paying down a large amount so our payments are lower for the next 5 years 

Extending the length of the mortgage so our payments will be lower – meaning we may pay off the     
mortgage in 7 or 10 years instead of 5

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�  Though it was a closer vote this time, the 
regional bodies of the Presbyterian Church 
(U.S.A.) again declined to change the 
church’s rule barring noncelibate gays and 
lesbians from being pastors. 

   On April 25, unofficial tallies showed that 
88 presbyteries—one more than the sim-
ple majority needed—opposed a change, 
according to the Presbyterian News Ser-
vice.  By that date, 69 presbyteries, the 
church’s regional bodies, had voted to re-
move the requirement that church officers 
live within a faithful heterosexual marriage 
or, if single, have no sexual relations. 

   The “fidelity and chastity” provision was 
added to the PCUSA constitution after the 
1996 General Assembly.  Two later pro-
posals to delete it failed to win support 
from a majority of presbyteries.  The vote 
was 57—114 after the 1997 assembly and 
46—127 after the 2001 convention.
